If you are not willing to participate, we will defer
the sacrament until a time when you can fulfill your obligation. If those reasons for not
participating in the Sunday liturgy are of a medical nature, please contact me.

e Participate in all sessions and meetings; engaging and being respectful of all

e Participate in Christian Community Service

e Write a letter to Father Nash, requesting to be Confirmed.

e Complete all classwork, videos, or home assignments

e Participate in the retreat

e Complete a Sponsor Interview

e Select a Saint Name and write a report about your saint
